Issues:

75536: JBS7_91A _Autonaming is not working in JBoss7.1 even if it is enabled - No work around 
Followed the below steps:

1. Set the startup class.Enable autonaming and comment agent name in IntroscopeAgent.profle.
2. Start agent and make sure if it is connected to EM.
3. Loginto WS and open investigator.

4. Check the agent name, you will find it as "Unknown agent". 

75783: JBS7_91A _JBOSS7Error in Agent Logs when EJB app is deployed - No work around
1. Deploy any EJB3.1 related apps. Apps are attached below.
2. Start agent and make sure it is connected to EM.
3. Goto agent logs and you will find the below message:

75920: JBS7_91A_AppServer is crashing if JDK 1.6 u15 or later versions are used – Work around is there
Workflow:
1. Install a JDK 15 or later versions.
2. Set JAVA_HOME=C:\Program Files\Java\jdk1.6.0_29
3. Start the appserver.
4. Appserver is unable to start. It is crashing.
There is no known solution. Problem is with Jboss AS. Raised an issue with Jboss community: https://issues.jboss.org/browse/JBIDE-11338 

Work arounds: 
1. Use JDK 1.6 update 14 or previous version
2. Turn off the logging of WILY AGENT in the agent profile and start the server. Enable the logging after the server bootup:
set #log4j.logger.IntroscopeAgent=INFO, console 

in agent profile and start the appserver. After 30seconds uncomment that property now the appserver starts and log messages are displayed.

· How to enable JMX in JBoss7.1?

1. Navigate to the <Agent_Home>\wily\common directory of your Java Agent installation.

2. Select and move the WebAppSupport.jar file into the <Agent_Home>\wily\core\ext directory.

3. Open the IntroscopeAgent.profile in a text editor and add com.wily.use.platform.mbeanserver=true.

4. Save and close the file.
