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Q: Harvest workbench includes Java folder that is created by the Client installer. Is CA responsible for the licensing of these instances?
A: Yes, wherever CA ships Java Runtime Environment (JRE) or Java Development Kit (JDK) as part of CA Harvest SCM, CA is responsible for licensing and maintenance of those instances of Java.
 
Q: I have installed or upgraded an instance of the JRE/JDK myself, is CA responsible for the license of these instances?
A: CA is NOT responsible for licensing of the JRE/JDK instances that are not shipped with CA’s products.
 
Q: Given that there won’t be public updates of Java 8 after January 2019, what is CA’s status for Java 8 with respect to CA Harvest SCM V13.0.X releases?
 A: CA has Extended Support for Java 8 until at least July 31, 2019. If there is a new security vulnerability found and Oracle provides a patch to address it, CA will provide patches to customers for the relevant CA products.
 
Q: What is CA’s position on Java 11?
A: Java 11 is currently planned to be certified with CA Harvest SCM V13.0.4, which is currently planned to be released in first half of CY-2019*
This certification includes Harvest Eclipse plug-in, Harweb interface and Mobile interface for package approval. Certification does not include the Harvest workbench.
 



Q: What about getting the latest Java 11 patches? Will CA be providing these updates?
A: Customers on CA Harvest SCM V13.0.X need to continue to use Java 8 bundled in the JRE format of the client installer. Harvest workbench does not work with Java 11 in the present form.
Java 11 certification plan includes Harvest Eclipse plug-in, Harweb interface and Mobile interface for package approval for the planned upcoming release V13.0.4. Certification does not include the Harvest workbench.

Q.In the future though (for future releases of the Harvest product) will CA embed the product with a more up-to-date version of Java?
A.This is under review by the product management team and will be communicated at appropriate time OR when the next  major release of Harvest is announced.

Q.. If so, would that be the now-licensed OracleJDK or the open-source counterpart, OpenJDK?
OpenJDK is not planned as a replacement for Oracle JDK as of now.

Q. Finally, if it is up to the user to supply a more current version of Java for future Harvest releases, will the product only support OracleJDK, or is support for OpenJDK on the table as well?
As mentioned earlier OpenJDK is not planned as a replacement for Oracle JDK as of now.If any changes are planned in the future ,this will be communicated at appropriate time.
