Southeastern Users Group for Enterprise
Charter


ARTICLE I - NAME

The name of this organization shall be the Southeastern Users Group for Enterprise. Abbreviated as S.U.G.E. 

ARTICLE II - ORIGINATION

This organization was originated in June of 1989.

ARTICLE III - PURPOSE

A. Promote free and open communications among Computer Associates CA-Endevor SCM and CA Harvest SCM software products.

B. Act as a source for determining enhancements and upgrades to CA-Endevor SCM and CA Harvest SCM software. This role will provide a unified direction to Computer Associates concerning requirements definition, establishment of priorities, and approval of proposed designs.

C. Provide a means, when requested by the membership, to present to Computer Associates a united position on various issues.

D. Act as a vehicle of communication back to Computer Associates on issues and enhancement requests will be through the quarterly Southeastern Users Group for Enterprise meetings.

ARTICLE IV - MEMBERSHIP

A. A voting member of the Southeastern Users Group for Enterprise is:

1. An organization that has acquired a license to use CA-Endevor SCM and/or CA Harvest SCM software on one or more computer systems at said organization.

2. Is participating in the annual maintenance of the software.

3. Is located in either North Carolina, South Carolina, Georgia, Florida, Tennessee, Mississippi, or Alabama.

B. A non-voting member is any other person interested in CA-Endevor SCM or CA Harvest SCM.

C. Each voting member company shall have one (1) vote in any matter relating to business brought before this Users Group.

D. There shall be no membership dues without a majority vote of the Members present.

ARTICLE V - RESPONSIBILITIES

A. The following officers will be elected by the Members of the Southeastern Users Group for Enterprise every other year at its annual meeting: President, Vice President, Technical Representative, Secretary/Treasurer,  Inter-National Users Group for Endevor (I-NUGE) and  International Users Group for Harvest (IHUG) Representatives. 

Upon election of a new President, the previous President shall serve as Past President.

If an officer is unable to complete the term, the President will appoint a person to fill the office until the next annual meeting.

Each appointment shall carry a term of one (1) year.

B. The President shall:

1. Preside over all Southeastern Users Group for Enterprise Meetings.

2. General supervision of all Southeastern Users Group for Enterprise activities.

3. Arrange meeting facilities and programs for all user group meeting.

4. Appoint special committees as necessary at the direction of the membership.

5. Perform other duties as required.

C. The Vice President shall:

1. Preside in the absence of the President.

2. Assist the President as needed in matters relating to the user group.

3. Perform other duties as required.

D. The Technical Representative shall:

1. Provide technical advice regarding CA-Endevor SCM or CA Harvest SCM as requested by the Membership.

2. Assist the President as needed in matters relating to the user group.

3. Perform other duties as required.

E. The Secretary / Treasurer shall:

1. Maintain the User Group Profile.

2. Maintain and report all required financial documents.

3. Give a financial report at the annual users group meeting.

4. Record the minutes of the meetings and report on them.

5. Perform other duties as required.

F. The I-NUGE Representative shall:

1. Attend or designate a representative to attend I-NUGE conference calls and convey proceeding to the membership.

2. Attend or designate a representative to attend the annual I-NUGE meetings at Computer Associates CA-World Conference.

3. Provide the user group's “Top 5” DARs and Issues to I-NUGE for consolidation into I-NUGE's priority list.

4. Perform other duties as required.

G. The IHUG Representative shall:

1. Attend or designate a representative to attend HUG conference calls and convey proceeding to the membership.

2. Attend or designate a representative to attend the annual IHUG meetings at Computer Associates CA-World Conference.

3. Perform other duties as required.

H. The Past President shall:

1. Advise the President as needed in matters relating to the user group.

ARTICLE VI - MEETINGS

A. Regular Meetings shall be held quarterly.  One meeting is to be held at Computer Associates in Atlanta, or at a site to be determined by the President. The other three meetings are to be a teleconference established by the President with notification sent out with the number at least two weeks prior to the call.

B. A quorum shall be 1/10 of the membership to conduct business.

C. The membership should make every effort to attend these meetings.

ARTICLE VII - Code of Ethics

The purpose of the Southeastern Users Group for Enterprise is to share common ideas in an open and unbiased forum, and in that spirit, soliciting services and/or using the group forum in any way that could be interpreted as self-serving is strictly prohibited, unless specifically authorized in advance by the presiding officer.

ARTICLE VIII - AMENDMENTS

This charter may be amended at any regular or special meeting by a majority vote of the members attending.
