[bookmark: _GoBack]HOW TO REMOVE  VOLUMES FROM TLMS    VMF.

Below find the steps to run to remove a range of volumes from VMF file:

1) Run proc CATVMFID to verify that the current definition in TLMSIDCK 
       member is correct. If not, correct the TMSIDCK member.

2) Delete the volumes from TLMSIDCK definitions.
The SKIP parameter can be used to remove volumes from an existing range.

3) Run a CATVCVS PROC to check if there are chaining errors on the VMF
and if there are, they need to be corrected. ( OR CATVMVFV proc - RO30277
is advised to be applied).
 
4) Halt normal tape processing.

5) Backup VMF using PROC CATVMFB.

6) Shutdown CTS/TLMS.

7) Restore VMF using PROC CATVMFRS .

8) If VMF has not been blocked, the recommendation is to use
BLKSIZE=4000 on the new allocation as it will save space and slightly
increase performance. Blocksizes greater than 5000 have been shown
to only slightly improve DASD utilization and have been shown to have
an adverse effect on the realtime performance as most of the access
is random.

8) Rebuild the VMFINDEX using PROC CATVMFIX.

9) Restart CTS and normal tape processing.
