Subject:  CA IDMS 19.0 Incremental Release 4

On behalf of CA Technologies, we appreciate your business and the opportunity to provide you with high-quality, innovative software and services.  As part of our ongoing commitment to customer success, we regularly release updated versions of our products. Today, we are pleased to announce the general availability of Incremental Release 4 for CA IDMS Version 19.0. 

The CA Incremental Release Program is a customer focused delivery model in which new product features are developed and released using the Agile development methodology. CA’s development teams work closely with customers to create product features for rapid implementation. Instead of waiting for an entire set of features to be completed before making a new product release available, we are working with customers to release new features incrementally as soon as they are ready.  CA supports incremental releases in accordance with CA’s Incremental Release Program – Support Policy and Terms.
At the conclusion of the Incremental Release program, all of the new features and maintenance introduced during the program are rolled into a ”complete” release which is supported under CA’s standard support policy. 
Incremental Release 4 Features – RO90312
New features delivered in CA IDMS 19.0 Incremental Release 4 include:
· Secure External Performance Monitoring
· Virtual Foreign Key Support for Value Expressions
· GET DIAGNOSTICS Support for ROWID
· ALTER TABLE Support for Adding and Dropping a Constraint
· New Displays for DISPLAY INDEX and DISPLAY TABLE
· Enhanced Logging for Web Services
· Generic VTAM Resources  
The “tape” identifier is used to identify the installed incremental release, and is displayed using the DCPROFIL command.  For CA IDMS 19.0 Incremental Release 3 the value is “GJJ04I”
All features of Incremental Release 4 are delivered in PTF RO90312.
Secure External Performance Monitoring
The monitoring of an external system by the CA IDMS Performance Monitor Real-Time Monitor can now be secured using an external security manager—CA Top Secret (TSS), CA ACF2, or IBM RACF. The authority to monitor an external system can be assigned to users or groups defined in an external security database. 
Virtual Foreign Key Support for Value Expressions
The CA IDMS SQL feature now supports value expressions in the VALUES clause of the INSERT statement. Although not limited to use with virtual foreign keys, this support allows an INSERT to contain expressions that include operators, built-in and user-defined functions to determine the virtual foreign key values that are used in the row insertion.
GET DIAGNOSTICS Support for ROWID
The GET DIAGNOSTICS statement now includes a new parameter, IDMS_ROWID_INSERT. This parameter requests the ROWID of the last record successfully inserted into the database.
ALTER TABLE Support for Adding and Dropping a Constraint
The ALTER TABLE statement now supports ISO standard syntax for adding UNIQUE, PRIMARY KEY, or Referential constraint to the table. 
The ALTER TABLE statement now supports ISO standard syntax for dropping a constraint from the table. Any user-created indexes that previously enforced the dropped constraint remain on the table, and any automatically generated indexes for the dropped constraint are dropped.
New Displays for DISPLAY INDEX and DISPLAY TABLE
The DISPLAY INDEX statement now displays comments for automatically generated indexes and for indexes that enforce a constraint.
The DISPLAY TABLE statement now displays syntax to create all UNIQUE and PRIMARY KEY constraints defined on the table.
Enhanced Logging for Web Services
The logging capabilities of IDMS Web Services now enable and disable logging at a more granular level. Logging can be enabled or disabled for API calls, socket functions, SOAP message modification, and all other internal functions. Each of these logging options is enabled independently, allowing you to choose which events are recorded. This feature is an enhancement to LOG SERVICES.
Generic VTAM Resources
CA IDMS now supports Generic VTAM Resources in the SYSPLEX environment. This enhancement and the Parallel SYSPLEX feature allow clients to leverage and improve 24x7 availability, balance workloads, and eliminate a single point of failure. This is enabled with simple SYSGEN changes and allows access to one of a group of CA IDMS systems using a VTAM Generic Resource instead of connecting to a VTAM Application ID for a specific system.

In an Incremental Release, new product features, in addition to maintenance, will be delivered in the format of an SMP/E PTF. These PTFs can be downloaded from CA Support Online or with CA Chorus™ Software Manager (CA CSM). The following SOURCE ID will be assigned to PTFs to help you manage the installation of Agile Features (New Features):

This identifies that the PTF contains a Product Feature developed using the Agile methodology, where nn represents the feature number for the Incremental Release.
 
The following FIX category has been created to identify PTFs that deliver Agile features for an Incremental Release:

The list of PTFs for downloading can be found on CA Support Online by accessing the product maintenance grid. All PTFs can be accessed by clicking the "PTFs since INC00" hyperlink. To see new features only, open the link entitled "New Features".

Please note that maintenance PTFs must be downloaded and applied using this process.  Support for CA Recommended Service will commence when the last Incremental Release is delivered and CA IDMS 19.0 is “complete”, as described above.
