Creating Cost Detail Plans using ALLOCATIONS and ASSIGNMENTS options require an in-depth understanding for the Primary Group and Secondary Group-By fields.  Allocations can only be done with certain combinations of TRANSATION CLASSES and ROLES.

Due to the design logic represented in the table above, the Capital and Expense breakouts cannot be represented is a Cost Plan generated from Allocations unless the Transaction Class naming convention associated to the Resource is created AND that all Resources have a Primary Role attached.  Care must be taken as the urge to “over-engineer” the Transaction Class naming convention is a common pit-fall.

This means that the Cost Plans generated from Allocation can only represent Capital and Expense if the conditions above are met.
