OpenID Connect Standard 1.0 - Draft 15

This client is going to request an OAuth 2.0 access_token, refresh_token and an OpeniD Connect id_token.

The client is using the response_type=code

This client is exposing some values ONLY to display what is going on behind the scenes. "Hidden' in the table below refers to values that should not/ do not have to be exposed to the user-agent in a real-world scenario
