Subject:  CA IDMS 19.0 Incremental Release 3 

On behalf of CA Technologies, we appreciate your business and the opportunity to provide you with high-quality, innovative software and services.  As part of our ongoing commitment to customer success, we regularly release updated versions of our products. Today, we are pleased to announce the general availability of Incremental Release 3 for CA IDMS Version 19.0. 

The CA Incremental Release Program is a customer focused delivery model in which new product features are developed and released using the Agile development methodology. CA’s development teams work closely with customers to create product features for rapid implementation. Instead of waiting for an entire set of features to be completed before making a new product release available, we are working with customers to release new features incrementally as soon as they are ready.  CA supports incremental releases in accordance with CA’s Incremental Release Program – Support Policy and Terms.
At the conclusion of the Incremental Release program, all of the new features and maintenance introduced during the program are rolled into a ”complete” release which is supported under CA’s standard support policy. 
Incremental Release 3 Features – RO89206
New features delivered in CA IDMS 19.0 Incremental Release 3 include:
· CA IDMS Web Services API
· SQL Virtual Foreign Keys INSERT and UPDATE
· ISO Standard SQL CREATE TABLE constraint definition DDL
· CA IDMS Performance Monitor headers for SMF records
The “tape” identifier is used to identify the installed incremental release, and is displayed using the DCPROFIL command.  For CA IDMS 19.0 Incremental Release 3 the value is “GJJ03I”
All features of Incremental Release 3 are delivered in PTF RO89206.
CA IDMS Web Services API
The CA IDMS Web Services feature has been enhanced with a new Application Programming Interface (API).  The Web Services API is enables COBOL, PL/I and CA ADS/Online programs to use the CA IDMS Web Services capabilities by calling a set of well-defined callable services.  This separates the application program from the CA IDMS Web Services implementation, making it easier to develop applications that consume and provide web services, and isolating application programs from changes in CA IDMS.  This release includes new versions of the consumer and provider employee demo sample programs that show how to use the new API.    
[bookmark: _GoBack]The CA IDMS Web Services feature enables users to extend and leverage CA IDMS applications.  The Web Services Provider supports inbound web service requests that directly invoke CA IDMS applications written in COBOL, ADS, or PL/1 without the need for an intermediate application server.  The Web Services Consumer enables CA IDMS applications to directly invoke web services outside the CA IDMS environment.
SQL Virtual Foreign Keys INSERT and UPDATE
The SQL Virtual Foreign Key feature has been enhanced to support the use of SQL INSERT and UPDATE statements to establish and change set membership in network-defined databases by specifying virtual foreign key values for the member record. The referential constraint between ROWID and the virtual foreign key is enforced based on the network set and set membership options.  The INSERT statement has also been enhanced to support query and value expressions in the VALUES clause.
The Virtual Foreign Key feature enhances the CA IDMS SQL capability to access databases defined by network schemas. This enables SQL programmers and development tools to access CA IDMS network databases without using CA IDMS extensions or special syntax. Virtual keys expose network sets as referential constraints so that standard SQL can be used to query and update data in a network database.
ISO Standard SQL CREATE TABLE DDL
The SQL CREATE TABLE statement has been enhanced to support ISO standard DDL for defining uniqueness and referential constraints. CA IDMS creates an index to enforce the constraint if needed. This enables better integration of third party frameworks and tools with CA IDMS. 
CA IDMS Performance Monitor headers for SMF records 
The #PMOPT macro has been enhanced to include the SMFHEDR parameter.  This parameter specifies if a CA IDMS Performance Monitor header is appended to SMF Type 4 and Type 30 records that are created and written to the SMF file, by the Application Monitor component of Performance Monitor.

Applying Agile Feature and Maintenance PTFs
 
In an Incremental Release, new product features, in addition to maintenance, will be delivered in the format of an SMP/E PTF. These PTFs can be downloaded from CA Support Online or with CA Chorus™ Software Manager (CA CSM). The following SOURCE ID will be assigned to PTFs to help you manage the installation of Agile Features (New Features):

This identifies that the PTF contains a Product Feature developed using the Agile methodology, where nn represents the feature number for the Incremental Release.
 
The following FIX category has been created to identify PTFs that deliver Agile features for an Incremental Release:

The list of PTFs for downloading can be found on CA Support Online by accessing the product maintenance grid. All PTFs can be accessed by clicking the "PTFs since INC00" hyperlink. To see new features only, open the link entitled "New Features".

Please note that maintenance PTFs must be downloaded and applied using this process.  Support for CA Recommended Service will commence when the last Incremental Release is delivered and CA IDMS 19.0 is “complete”, as described above.
