Currently the CA Repository Exchange for ERwin processes one record in a     
single database operation to the Repository work tables. This process causes 
more network trips while scanning. If the CA Repository Exchange for ERwin   
is uploading to a remote DB2 server, the exchange takes an extremely long    
time for scanning especially if the ERwin XML file is large. It has been     
observed that a lot of time is spent in the network transit.                 
                                                                             
This fix enhances processing of CA Repository Exchange for ERwin by enabling 
multi-row inserts, updates, and deletes. The CA Repository Exchange for ERwin
processes multiple records (1000 in this case) with a single INSERT, UPDATE, 
DELETE operation. In addition to this, SELECT queries can be eliminated by   
storing required data on the client system. This reduces network trips and   
CA Repository Exchange for ERwin performance is significantly improved.
